A father and son were

The father replied, "Of course not, my boy, if you don't

ask questions, you’re never going to learn anything!"

This parable should remind you that you can not effectively guide a
new Christian if you have not studied God’s word.  Even though the seed is
sown and sprouts, the resultant plant will have a poor yield, if any, if you
cannot cultivate it.  “When anyone hears the word of the kingdom and does
not understand it, the evil one comes and snatches away what is sown in his
heart...  As for what was sown on good soil , this is he who hears the word
and understands it; he indeed bears fruit, and yields, in one case a
hundredfold, in another sixty, and in another thirty” (Matthew 13:19, 23 RSV)
